tours as requested; care for and provide interpretation of the museums using professionally
accepted standards in exhibition and program presentation; conduct tours and special
programs at the Hay Lake Museum Complex; keep museums and grounds clean; keep records
of museum visitors, gift shop sales, and proceeds from fundraisers and events at the Hay Lake
Museum Complex; and assist Historic Sites Supervisor in developing museum programs,

exhibits, and special events. This position is for 12-15 hours per week.

Background

The Hay Lake School Museum Complex is comprised of the 1896 Hay Lake School and the
Johannes Erickson Log House. The school was once rural school district #2 and was used to
educate children in first through eighth grade. It closed as an active school in 1963. The
Washington County Historical Society started operating the building as a rural school
museum in 1974 and purchased the building from the Forest Lake School district in 1978.

The Johannes Erickson Log House was constructed in 1868. The log house typifies homes
constructed by early Swedish immigrant farmers in the Midwest. Both properties are listed on
the National Register of Historic Places. The museum complex is open Saturday and Sunday
from 1 - 4 p.m. in May, September and October and Friday, Saturday and Sunday from 1 - 4

p.m. in June, July and August with additional days depending on tours.
